Give yourself a minimum of 8 weeks to apply
and receive approval.



Once in Canada, International students are
permitted to work up to 20 hours/ week on their
student VISA. Please note that TWU cannot
guarantee employment.

Near the end of your MA Leadership Program,
you will be provided information about
obtaining a two year work VISA after
completion of your studies should you wish.
