process and also enhance their 

livelihood.

the training course being imparted at 

C.S.C., Thirupachur and it aims : to make 

a person IT literate, so that he/ she can 

operate digital devices, like mobile 

phones, tablets, etc., send and receive 

emails and search Internet for 

information, etc. 

 Five Videos prepared by National 

Informatics Center (N.I.C.) were given by 

the trainers to the C.S.C operators to 

facilitate the N.D.L.M. training and the 

contents are :
